Today, the fields of healthcare and pharmaceutical development are undergoing a transformation of unprecedented proportions. Rapid
advances in digital technologies and artificial intelligence (Al), diversification of drug discovery and development models, open innovation,
regulatory reforms, patient-centric approaches, engagement of diverse stakeholders, and the pursuit of sustainability and social value are all
progressing simultaneously — ushering in an era of change unlike any before.

Therefore, creative attempts to combine existing elements in unprecedented ways represent a uniquely human endeavor—one
that may hold the key to shaping the future in the Al era.
